Developmental Disabilities Administration – Justin Chan
· 2018 Community Summit in June (attachment in email)
· DDA's Roads to Community Living Grant is proud to sponsor the 2018 Community Summit, June 12 to 14, 2018 in Wenatchee.
· Tribal Families and Leaders who work with individuals that experience intellectual and developmental disabilities are encouraged to attend.
· Registration will be opened on Friday, March 16th. 
· Todd Stabelfeldt will be the keynote. He shares his decades-long struggle for increased independence in both his personal and professional life. An expert in applying universal design - the idea of making products and communities accessible - Stabelfeldt has found it offers autonomy, empowerment and dignity. Stabelfeldt is the founder of a successful database administration business, the husband to a retired USN Commander, a father and owner of the "Quadthedral", his family's smart home.
· We will also have several sessions including a session on disability justice, sexual identities and another session with Jim Warne, a member of the Oglala Lakota (Sioux) Nation and President of Warrior Society Development, LLC where he works with various government agencies, organizations and Tribal Nations.
· Scholarships/stipends are available and awarded on a first come first served basis until all available funds are expended. This scholarship opportunity is one way to fund participation in the Community Summit especially those from tribal and culturally and linguistically diverse communities. Please take advantage of these other stipend and scholarship opportunities in order to send as many staff and clients to the Community Summit.
· Legislative summary on passed budget and bills.
· DDA fared very well overall
· Here are noteworthy items for DDA:
· Consumer Directed Employer (Individual Provider Management) – fully funded
The administrative requirements of ensuring that Individual Providers meet and maintain the qualifications necessary to provide services to individuals who receive services in their own home, are paid timely and accurately, and stay within their work week limits are complex and decentralized.
· Supported Living Investigators – 7 new FTE funded by SL certification fee
The Supported Living investigation workload has increased without corresponding staff to address the need. RCW 74.34.063 requires DSHS to initiate provider practice investigations issues related to abuse, neglect, financial exploitation, and abandonment of adults with intellectual disabilities residing in their own homes
· Electronic Visit Verification – partial funding for IT solution and FMAP penalty
This is to comply with the federal “21st Century Cures Act,” which requires states to implement an Electronic Visit Verification (EVV) system by January 1, 2019 or receive a federal match rate reduction that escalates from 0.25 percent in 2019 up to one percent by 2023.
· SOLA Community Options – funding to transition 47 people from RHCs to new SOLA homes
Supported Living Services State Operated Living Alternatives (SOLA) is a supported living service that helps adults to live in their own homes with one to three others and receive supports delivered by state employees. Supports are provided up to 24 hours per day and are based on individual need and the sharing of support within a household. Services are offered in an integrated setting and support personal power, choice, and full access to the greater community. Individuals pay their own rent, food, and other personal expenses.
· Parent to Parent expansion - $290K in FY19
Parents have many questions and concerns in coping with their child’s needs and their own feelings. Personal support from another parent, who has a child with a similar needs, can be helpful in coping with these challenging experiences and feelings. Volunteer Helping Parents are available to provide support and information. Free Services Include:
· Matching parents in one-to-one relationships with trained, experienced parents, based on similar diagnoses and family issues
· Providing personal support 
· Follow up by the local County Coordinator on each P2P referral and match
· Information and education about disabilities
· Referral to services in the community
· Culturally relevant services through ethnic outreach
· Training for parents who want to become a Volunteer Helping Parent
· E-newsletter
· SEEDS program - $75K in FY19
Support Education Empowerment Disability Solutions (SEEDS) to support job training: This creates programs for people with disabilities in job training and employment.
Behavioral Health Administration – Lucilla Mendoza
· STR Opioid Misuse/Abuse Addition Prevention and Treatment Tribal Media campaign
The Office of Communications - DSHS met with several tribes. They have a videographer that is going to do some filming in Spokane. 
Objectives are to:  
· Raise awareness about the dangers of Opioid Use Disorders (OUD)
· Safe storage, use and disposal practices
· How to respond to an opioid overdose
· Treatment options for OUD including access and Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT)
· They will create ads for tribal transportation for inside of the bus or on the outside. They can do magnets. 
They are developing website and banners. Tribes can add their logos to the prevention materials.  Office of Communications stated that this is their plan in year 2 of the project.  
· Feedback from subcommittee leaders is to reach out to tribes to get pictures that represent WA State Tribal communities rather than  
· Tribal Evaluation & Treatment Workgroup
· The Tribal E&T Workgroup is working to develop a plan to stand up one culturally appropriate E&T facility for AI/AN in need of its services in WA State.  The workgroup has formed several subcommittees to develop different analyses that will help the workgroup make key decisions about the Tribal E&T.  Several meetings are taking place in the next few months.  The regularly scheduled meeting takes place each 3rd Wednesday of the month from 9am - 11am. · BHI Integration Roundtable Dates – A Dear Tribal Leader Letter went out this month to inform leaders of 3 roundtable and consultation scheduled for the month of March and April.  Please see attached letter and slides for additional information.

· Family Youth System Partner Round Table (FYSPRT)
· Mission of this group is to provide a forum for families, youth, systems, and communities to strengthen sustainable resources by providing community-based approaches to address the individual behavioral health needs of children, youth and families.
· FYSPRT provides a forum to hear the voice of the community members and provided governance structure to inform overall decision making, program planning such as programs as WISe.
· FYSPRT statewide and regional groups are looking for participation from Tribes, RAIOs, Urban Indian Health Programs, and Indian Health Care Providers to participate on these roundtables.  For more information please go to the DBHR website.  There is information on who you can contact in each region.  If you are interested in participating in the Statewide FYSPRT, contact Lucilla Mendoza.     
· There is funding for a tribe/RAIO to host a Positive Indian Parenting conference. 
· There is a new staff on board named Shanne Montague on the Prevention Team.  She is a Colville Tribal member and she is overseeing the Dedicated Marijuana Account.  This includes funding for Tribes for the DMA mini projects and other prevention and training projects that are funded through this funding resources.  
· DBHR identified that there are DMA at approximately $150,000 in unallocated funds.  Staff is looking to fund additional projects with this funding that must be expended by June 30, 2018.  Projects include: 
· Providing registration scholarships to the NICWA conference in Alaska, April 2018. 
· Funding Positive Indian Parenting Training across the state.
· If your tribal program is in need of additional funds to support a youth (middle school, high school aged) SUD prevention or treatment project, please let Lucilla Mendoza or your Prevention System Manager, or Treatment Manager know right away.  As mentioned above, funds must be expended by June 30, 2018.
Aging and Long-Term Services Administration – Ann Dahl
· MFPTI Updates:   Reports from Chehalis, Spokane, and Muckleshoot Tribes.  SIHB not available.  
· Health Homes Meet & Greet:  Want to have a Health Home Meet and Greet in Region 2 and 3 for tribes by Health Home Leads.  Explain the Health Homes Program, some history of Health Homes and talk about contracting requirements.
· Program Agreements Signatures:  Signatures for the Indian Nation Program Agreements can be whoever the tribes authorizes to sign the Program Agreements.  Whoever the tribe designates to sign these contracts will be the person who will complete the background check for the tribe.
· Tribal Billing Guides:  HCA/ALTSA are working on the Tribal Billing Guide to review and insert links for tribes to locate the LTSS billing information for tribal billing processes  Tribes will be able to attend the Monthly Billing Workgroup developed by Mike Longnecker to help with questions on how to bill for LTSS services.  
· ALTSA received a Lifespan Respite Care grant and will be completing an IA/AN survey to gather information for a pilot project.  More information will be made available in April.  An RFI for application will be done in April.  (survey is attached).
· The Voices of Children Contest 2018 will be open soon.  You can get additional information at www.dshs.wa.gov/kinshipcare.  More information will be made available in April.
