The current plan is available at: https://www.dshs.wa.gov/altsa/state-plan-aging. In 2014, tribal input was gathered through the IPAC subcommittee and an on-line survey. The plan incorporates the Governor’s Results Washington goals, ALTSA’s strategic plan and input from Tribes and stakeholders. A survey will be distributed to tribes soon. There are two surveys. One for providers serving tribal members and there is a survey for families and caregivers. 
Non-electronic copies of the surveys can be made available with a paid postage envelope to return.
We appreciate the input you have given us on the surveys prior to finalizing them. They will be used to help us develop the request for applications for new respite funds for 5 tribal pilots. We anticipate contracting in August 2018.
· MFPTI updates
a. Spokane Tribe by Tawhnee. They are working on getting a Health Home contract after completing the training. They are attending the Savvy Caregiving Conference in June. 1.75 fte staff will be hired as health coaches bringing total staff to 3 ftes. They are also reviewing the addition of CHRs. The IHS compact will be updated in the next few months. Adult day service work will begin in the summer. Tawhnee is also working with ALTSA to update the contract for the tribal initiative.
b. Chehalis Tribe report by William Thoms. William attended the Nisqually Caregivers Conference. The clinic hired an outreach specialist. The clinic is thinking about having a Falls Prevention program, William told them about SAIL program. They are also thinking about facilitating the Wisdom Warriors program, exploring paratransit services and working with the local AAA on evidence based programs. The tribe continues to explore Medicaid access. 
c. SIHB RAIO: SIHB staff were unavailable for the meeting. Marietta shared that during a recent meeting with SIHB they had shared plans for new residential housing and a potential case management service. 
d. Muckleshoot Tribe report by Brad Couts. Policies and procedures are being finalized for DOH licensing of the home care agency. A new electronic health record has been put in place. Wrap-around service impact on the ALTSA CARE assessment continues to be explored. The IHS compact update is in process. A contract with HopeLink for non-emergency medical transportation is in place, with an approval for retroactive payment. Health Home and Environmental modification contracts are being worked on. Home Health and Hospice agency programs are on-hold.
