· Initiative 3 Housing Waiver – Liz Prince
Amerigroup has been hired as the 3rd party administrator. There are currently 50 contractors (80% employment/20% housing). If interested in employment contract contact Liz or Jon Bamgarten (Health Care Authority). Outreach for clients has started. Eligibility: Behavioral Health Administration (BHA) can assist with determining. Client must be 18 or older and have a disability. Risk factors include someone in an institution, hospital, state hospital. If a person has had a hard time being stable in a residential facility, residential treatment or an adult family home. This program is for people who have not had success in typical programs. Supportive Housing providers work with person to do the search. Goal assessment is completed. BHA will pay for all fees that go along with housing applications. The project doesn’t pay for rent. Housing modifications are not included but may be paid through other ALTSA programs. HCA website has more details. Marilyn asks a list of regional housing specialist be sent out to this subcommittee group.  Liz will get us more information to send out (attached). 
· Money Follows the Person Tribal Initiative Updates
 Muckleshoot – Brad Kautz, Indigenous Pact. Home Care agency application submitted to DOH; in discussion with AAA for a contract. Non-emergency transportation contract is in place. Tribal legal services are reviewing Health Home Care Coordination contract. Reviewing other ALTSA contracts. 
 Spokane – Completed the Health Homes Training. There are a lot of opportunities for tribes with Health Homes. Medically needy children are also eligible for Health Homes. They met with Ann to review 12 possible contracts last week. Their focus is Health Homes up and running and sustainable, but they are also looking at adult day care.
 Seattle Indian Health Board is working on creating a work plan. They are working on a survey. 
 Chehalis is regularly meeting with the Elders Committee. The decisions are being made with them, not for them. Chehalis met with Indigenous Pact which was helpful. William met with the Wellness Center. Chehalis met with Ann to review contracts. 
· 2018 Voices of Children – Raised by Grandparents and Other Relatives Contest
Entries need to be postmarked by April 1, 2018. The grand prize is a trip to the Great Wolf Lodge and a meeting with the Governor and his wife.
· ALTSA/DDA Tribal Consultation in the afternoon in SL-03 regarding Family Hire, Background Check changes, and Electronic Visit Verification. If tribes are unable to attend, comments can be submitted to Marietta Bobba by March 13, 2018. 
· Lifespan Respite received federal funding for tribal contracts to start working on developing respite options, regardless of who you’re providing respite to. Karen Fitzharris and Hillarie Hauptman will be sending a survey in March to gather input for an upcoming request for applications. The grants will begin in July and will run for approximately 18 months. The contract will go through ALTSA since it’s a pilot instead of the Consolidation Contract.
· Tribal Billing Training
Health Care Authority and ALTSA have started to discuss linking the billing guides so everything is available to tribal billers in one spot.  
If tribes add Long-Term Services that they are planning to provide to their Indian Health Services (IHS) annual funding agreements the state will be able to bill at 100% FMAP and the Tribes will be positioned to work with state government to identify potential areas that may be eligible for an encounter rate or an enhanced rate. Ann Dahl has examples of funding agreement language that IHS will accept.

	· Opioid Misuse/Abuse Prevention and Treatment (MAT) Media Campaign 
Tina Anderson is the lead on this project. There were two meetings and 7 tribes participated in what type of messaging they’d like to see. The Office of Communication is developing media messaging. There will be work done with tribes to gather feedback on the developed materials.  If you are interested in providing feedback, please contact Tina at Anderson, by email at andertl@dshs.wa.gov.
· WISe  (Wraparound for Intensive Services)
WISe Tribal Training to take place on April 10th and 11th. 
Currently seeking a host for the training. The trainers can train up to 30 individuals. Upper Skagit states they would be interested in hosting the training.  – Thank you Marylin Scott for looking into this.  
· Introduction of Tribal Prevention Intern Emma Hefton 
Emma will work with Lucy and the managers who provide support to tribal partners to facilitate regular workgroup meetings to improve the partnership.
Support tribal partners with technical assistance on reporting and developing action plans and managing budgets.
Work with Prevention System Managers to collect resources and tools to complete a guide for PSMs working with tribes. 
Internship is through May, but could possibly be extended. 
· Fee for Service Update
There have been concerns expressed that individuals in the FFS program have not been accepted in the referral process. · Tribal Evaluation and Treatment Facility 
Funding has been received for FY2018 and FY2019 to work with tribes to develop a feasibility plan to develop a Tribal E&T facility that would serve AI/AN individuals in Washington State. They will develop possible sites and locations, management of the facility, operational costs, legislative and regulatory impacts, clinical model including cultural supports for the E&T facility. There are subcommittees for each task. American Indian Health Commission will contracted with BHA to work on the project. The next meeting is an in person subcommittee meeting on March 5 from 10am – 4pm at the Swinomish Opioid Treatment Facility.  There are currently 13 tribes have participating on the workgroup.  We are looking for Tribes or Tribal organizations that are interested in learning more about becoming a part of a consortium of tribes to manage the site. · Under-expenditures of Dedicated Marijuana Funds
There is currently a large amount of unexpended DMA funds and limited time to spend them (end of fiscal year is June 30, 2018).  If your tribe is in need of funds to do treatment or prevention services with middle or high school ages. Contact Lucy directly if you have need and a plan for these funds. They are willing to do another tribal prevention gathering with the funding although we would need to contact with a Tribe to take on the work of the gathering. Developmental Disabilities Administration – Justin Chan, Tribal Liaison


	
· Introduction and welcoming of Justin Chan as the new DDA Tribal Liaison and Co-Chair of this subcommittee.
· Creation of the Office of the Developmental Disabilities (DD) Ombuds
The purpose of the DD Ombuds is to: 
· Provide information to clients about client rights and responsibilities; 
· Investigate complaints;  
· Monitor Department procedures related to delivery of services;  
· Periodically review the facilities and procedures of state institutions and state-licensed facilities or residences; and 
· Recommend procedural changes that will better serve clients.
Rights to go onto tribal land will remain the way it is set-up now.
Communicate privately with anyone who has DD services.
· Enhanced Case Management Program
The DD Ombuds office creation was also a part of the Senate Bill that established the Enhanced Case Management Program. Per Engrossed Senate Bill 6564 and RCW 48.42 which created the Enhanced Case Management Program, the Enhanced Case management Program is currently working on dis-enrolling clients that no longer meet criteria due to establishing new services and supports, and enrolling clients that have critical Care indicators in their Person-Centered Service Plan (PCSP). The Developmental Disabilities Administration has developed a process to determine which of its clients who receive an annual developmental disabilities assessment may be at higher risk of abuse or neglect.
· Development Disabilities Council
The Council is seeing candidates who are; 
1) Individuals with Intellectual/Developmental Disabilities (IDD); and 
2) Parents/Family members/Guardians of individuals with IDD The Council is especially interested in candidates from the diverse geographic, ethnic and cultural communities in Washington and the Native American Nations.
· My Page Profile
The new tool – My Page –a document created to help clients with developmental disabilities communicate with their case resource managers, is now available for use. 
My Page is a one-page profile for clients to complete about their personal wants, desires and goals to get the most out of their person-centered assessments. Information supplied in the My Page profile can result in clearer, and more personalized discussions between clients and their case resource managers.
Using My Page is not mandatory, but it is strongly encouraged. My Page has the ability to help engage conversation, save time and enhance the overall person-centered assessment process.
You are not required to complete a one-page profile. Not completing the profile will not affect your eligibility to receive a DDA assessment or paid services. 
· Legislative Reports – Adult Respite and Children’s Respite 2018 Report
In the 2015-2017 biennial budget, the Washington State Legislature provided funding for the Developmental Disabilities Administration (DDA) to develop eight planned respite beds for adults with developmental disabilities. These services were fully funded in the 2017-2019 biennial budget. The intent is to provide short-term, community-based, planned respite services across the state as an alternative to using respite services in an institutional setting. Data from services in 2017 indicate challenges that continue to impact utilization rates. Such barriers include inability to fill the bed timely when cancellations occur; clients’ behavioral support needs exceed what can be met in the adult respite setting; and families’ choice selecting respite dates that may unintentionally create unused days between requests.
