Updated Clarifying Information #11 Health Care Premiums to address Part B Medicare deductions.

See below for edited text:
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11. Health insurance premiums:

1. We de-netdon’t allow the cost of third party health and accident insurance when the
insurance benefit:
1. Is payable in a lump sum payment upon death or dismemberment;
2. Covers mortgage or loan payments upon death or disability; or
3. Will be reimbursed.
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2. We allow the cost of Medicare premiums as a deduction:

1. When the person is responsible to pay the premium;-and
2. Incurs an out of pocket expense for the premium; and
1.3.The premium is not reimbursable.

EXAMPLE:

Daryl applies for Basic Food and Medicare Savings Program on April 25. Worker
approves Basic Food for April. Medicare Savings Program is approved starting May
1. Daryl is eligible to use his Part B premium amount as a Basic Food deduction for

April only.
