CLARIFYING INFORMATION 

The rules for women and children living in domestic violence shelters (shelters for battered women and 
children) should be interpreted to include men and their children who are victims of domestic violence.  
The term "shelters for battered women and children" can be interpreted to mean "shelters for battered 
persons and their children". 
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
