1. Elderly Simplified Application Project (ESAP). Basic Food assistance units that meet the following
ESAP or Elderly Interview Waiver criteria do not need to complete an interview for their Basic Food
Eligibility Review:

All members of the household are elderly (age 60) or disabled at the time of processing the
review;

No mandatory or applying household members have earned income;

The paper or electronic eligibility review is complete;

The household has provided all necessary verification or the verification is available through
interfaces available to the department; and

No information provided is questionable.
