Do NOT use for expedited rule making 

Agency: Department of Social and Health Services, Children’s Administration 
 
Subject of possible rule making:  

The department is proposing to amend chapter 388-60 WAC “Domestic Violence Perpetrator Treatment Program Standards” 
and other related rules as may be required. 

Statutes authorizing the agency to adopt rules on this subject:  

RCW 26.50.150 
 

Reasons why rules on this subject may be needed and what they might accomplish:  

The department is proposing to amend chapter 388-60 WAC in order to update rules to raise the standards for domestic 
violence perpetrator treatment, thereby increasing the effectiveness of this treatment throughout Washington State.
